Barriers

• Responsibility is unclear

– Not recognized as a development issue - handled in implementation and 

operations 

– Developers do not have to address the problems of insufficient assurance

• Culture/Education

– Compliance is mandated – assurance is not

– Program and project management do not recognize the value of assurance

– Inconsistent understanding of what assurance is

– To achieve adoption greater education is needed to change the mindset

• Resources

– Software development cost and schedules are insufficient for compliance much 

less assurance

– Standards and Frameworks that define the end goal are still incomplete

– Enhancements coding languages are needed
